Dara Hong Wins First Round of Mas-
sachusetts Representative in 18th District

Dara Hong, 24, won the “election”
as the youngest state candidate in the
18th District of Massachusetts out of
three Democrat candidates who ran last
September.

Dara Hong received 1119 votes,
won as a candidate to represent the
Democratic Party in the first round, he
defeated another candidate of Cambo-
dian origin, Rady Mam, who has held
this position for 10 years.

Dara Hong will face another inde-

pendent candidate in the second round
on November 5, 2024, the next election
day, also on the day of the US presi-
dential election.

In an interview with "Khmer Post
USA", Dara Hong answered many
questions to understand the character-
istics of the new candidates in the
politics of the 18th District:

Question: How much hope do you
have in the second round?

Dara Hong: I have high hopes
because I have communicated with a
lot of people asking for their support.

Question: When have you been
ready for politics?

Dara Hong: It's been a long time!
I studied at Lowell High School in
2018, then I went to study at “UMASS
Lowell”. During that time, I worked
with the Cambodian Association and
volunteered to serve the community in

many places. As a result, I got to know
and understand the needs of society
and many social workers, and that is
why I got involved in politics so fast.

Question: When you ran for office,
what did you see that was lacking in
Cambodian society?

Dara Hong: In the area where |
stand as a member of parliament, there
are a lot of Cambodians, a lot of “La-
tinos”, a lot of black people, an area
with a lot of ethnic minorities, I prom-
ised to meet the voters many times to
solve the problems, to help solve them,
they want to make changes in 18th
District. It is said that in the previous
mandate, they did not see Radi Mam
coming out to meet the voters in the
last five mandates. ..

Question: So, what led to Rady
Mam being elected for 5 terms, what
is Rady Mam preferred?

Dara Hong: In the first and second
mandates of Rady Mam, they wanted
to see the Khmer group enter the Na-
tional Assembly. But in the third and
fourth term, other Cambodian candidates
also ran for office, causing the ballots
to be divided, but Radim Mam retained
his position.

As the incumbents have always
gain popularity and popularity, we
Cambodians do not go to the polls very
often ... but recently, during the first
round of voting on March 9, 2024, 1
knocked on the door of every house in
“Highland” and other areas, invited
them to go to the polls, and the number
of people who went to the polls has
increased by more than 300 votes, which
was why I won 182 votes over Rady
Mam.

Question: Do you know that voters
have changed their minds and do not
want to vote for Rady Mam or new
people just came out?

Dara Hong: Some people also
changed their minds, because | went
to knock on the door, I talked to the
voters in front of them, asking them to
give me the opportunity to serve our
community, what is important for our
18th Districts, the importance of edu-
cation sector, lower housing price, It
is a good opportunity to explain to the

strong constructions without any inter-
ference from the ruling party, CNRP
lawmaker Oum Sam An, who monitors
border issues, posted a message on
social media on September 12 that more
than 51 square kilometers of Cambo-
dian land in the Dak Dam and Dak
Huot area in Mondulkiri province is
under Vietnamese control. The govern-
ment has said it will continue to hold
bilateral talks on the region without
filing a complaint with the Interna-
tional Court of Justice (ICJ), sources
said.

For Oum Sam An, Cambodia will
have no hope of regaining 51 square
kilometers of land because the govern-

tuygIbiSiieguaNua
ment has refused to take the case to the
International Court of Justice, as the
area has not yet been demarcated, Oum
Sam An said. September 12 that more
Khmer land in that area will be lost to
Vietnam if the Hun dynasty are still
afraid that Vietnamese power and will
not reclaim in a hurry, 51 square kilo-
meters of land will be completely
controlled by Vietnam and lost to
Vietnam completely in the future be-
cause the current border is a temporary
border, the current border is along the
Dak Dam canal, not along the Dak Huot
canal. In fact, according to the circular
of the Governor General of France in
Indochina in 1914, the Cambodian-
Vietnamese border is lining in Prek
Dak Huot. This is because of the Viet-
namese language, while our Khmer
language is Dak Huch or O Huch,
according to Mr. Oum Sam An.

Oum Sam An claimed that the
conflict zone is now completely con-
trolled by Vietnam, sending people to
plant cassava and plantations, and some
have built more structures. That area
will be lost to Vietnam in the future,
when it is now in full control, and we
know that when Vietnam is in full
control, we will not be able to take back
that land if we do not appeal to the
International Court of Justice in The
Hague. But if there can be a new gov-
ernment that is not indebted to Vietnam,
it is an independent government,
surely it can take back 51 square kilo-
meters of land from Vietnam by filing
a complaint against Vietnam at the

International Court of Justice in The
Hague or we can find a third party like
France come to intervene.

Well, we can get that land back,
according to Mr. Oum Sam An, who
further confirmed this issue, Dr. Sok
Touch, President of the Royal Academy
of Cambodia and a researcher on the
government's border issues, denied this
claim.

Mr. Sok Touch said that he did not
go to Vietnam as mentioned, but just
let him go and see if there were any
problems, it remains the same, [ walked
through it and I got bitten by leches all
over my body. And there is no ap-
proval yet, and not 50 kilometers, it is
27 kilometers, let him go and see, I'm
hard to say because now it becomes an
illness of gossip and without reality.

the harvest season, which has spread to
other livestock businesses, making it
impossible to get out of debt year after
year. Farmers in Mongkul Borei district,
Banteay Meanchey province, told VOA

Khmer on September 11 that agricul-
tural officials only visited farmers when
they posted on social media and were
criticized by two people, adding that rice
traders often use repetitive tricks by al-
lowing farmers to harvest wet rice in
sacks in the evening, they lower the price
at will, forcing them to sell despite losing
money and set specific rice prices, To
closely monitor the traders and mill own-
ers, we want the Ministry understands
that the price of rice, to let them know
exactly where it comes from. Every day,
it's hard to know which side is right.
Farmers know that buyers set the price,
the price depends on the buyer’s word
of mouth. There is profit if a farmer has
4 to 5 tons of rice. It is not profitable if
a farmer harvests only 3 tons of rice per
hectare, it is 3 million. Price of rice is
under 1000 Riel per Kilogram forcing
some farmers to sell at the loss. A video
calls on agricultural officials to solve this
problem, in the evening, officials went
to check that traders have increased the

voters that there is a change that allows
me to be a service provider without
trickery, that was why so many people
come out to vote for me.

Question: If Dara Hong wins the
election of independent candidate Dave
Ouellette on November 5, do you plan
to go to Phnom Penh to seek advice
from the Prime Minister of Cambodia?
Because previous candidates did so
immediately after being elected to the
National Assembly.

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Cambodia Ranked Bottom of List on the Rule of
Law, According to World Justice Project 2024 Report

Cambodia ranks 141st on the rule
of law among 142 countries in the
world, released by the World Justice
Project (WJP) on October 24, 2024.

Cambodia ranks first as the coun-
try with the weakest rule of law among
the 11 ASEAN member countries,
ranking 141st out of 142 countries in
the world for 2024.
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The World Justice Project (WJP)
released a report on the rule of law of
142 countries on October 24, 2024:
Cambodia ranks 141st, Burma ranked
138th, The Philippines ranked 99th and
Vietnam ranked 81st. Thailand is ranked
78th, followed by Indonesia at 68th
and Malaysia at 55th.

Singapore has the best rule of law
at 16th, while Laos, Timor-Leste and
Brunei Darussalam are not included in
the report for 2024.

The definition of the rule of law
of the World Justice Project is based
on the scope of power exercised by the
leaders of each country around ensur-
ing the implementation of the constitu-
tion, the implementation of various

laws, and the guarantee of freedom of
the press. It also measures corruption,
openness to freedom from government,
openness to basic citizens' rights, se-
curity, public order, and more.

Since 2016, Cambodia has main-
tained its position as the second weak-
est country under the rule of law in the
world, only outnumbered by the num-
ber of countries the World Justice
Project has identified in its annual re-
search.

In fact, in 2016, 2017 and 2018,
Cambodia was ranked 112 for 3 con-
secutive years out of 113 countries. In
2019, it was ranked 125th out of 126
countries. By 2020, Cambodia ranks
127th out of 128 countries.

In 2021, Cambodia ranks 138th
out of 139 countries. In 2022, Cambo-
dia ranks 139th out of 140 countries.

In 2023 and 2024, Cambodia ranked
141st for two consecutive years out of
142 countries, while the country that
has scored below Cambodia so far is
none other than Venezuela in South
America.

On this issue, former Chief of Staff
of the President of the National Rescue
Party, Mr. Muth Chantha, wrote on his
Facebook account on October 24, 2024
in a way of mocking that he would like
to congratulate Cambodia, which ranks
1418t with the "rule of law at the bot-
tom of the table" among 142 countries
for 2024. Observers criticize Cambodia
for more than 40 years under the ruling
party Hun Sen's use of monopoly
military power to seriously violate
international law such as the Paris Peace
Agreement and the Constitution, which
makes it impossible for Cambodia's
rule of law to get out of the bottom of
such a list.
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Former Opposition Leader Urges for Resistance
Movement to Change Hun Sen Clan Rule

Former opposition leader Sam
Rainsy has called for the estab-
lishment of a resistance movement
to change the government, the
Hun Sen family clan that is lead-
ing Cambodia through a corrupt
and treacherous dictatorship.

Former CNRP President Sam
Rainsy wrote on his Facebook
page on October 25 that the
Cambodian people must change
the corrupt and treacherous dic-
tatorship that has been ruled by
Hun Sen's family for more than

40 years.

He said the resistance move-
ment must force the regime under
Hun Sen to hold genuine and fair
elections under the auspices of
the international community
through the United Nations.

He said that if there are free,
fair and just elections, the dicta-
torship will no longer be able to
seize power, which means that it
will fall immediately.

Sam Rainsy said that all
Cambodians who love freedom
and justice must understand that
the regime under Hun Sen will
not arrange for Cambodia to have
a free, fair and just election. This
act is completely contrary to the
provisions of the Constitution
and the Paris Peace Agreement.

The former opposition lead-
er claims that the Cambodian
people should not wait for the
election organized by the au-

thorities today, because every
election organized by the Hun
Sen regime is a fraudulent elec-
tion and violates the will of the
Khmer people only.

Political analyst and chairman
of the People's Forum, Kim Sok
told The Cambodia Daily on
October 25 that the communist
leadership system in Cambodia
is under the dictatorial authority
of one individual, Hun Sen.

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Scholars Call Survival of Power

Cambodia Celebrates the 20th
Anniversary of the Throne of His Maj-
esty King Norodom Sihamoni every
year from October 28 to 30, 2024 but
social observers say he was one of the
victims, he was taken hostage by CPP
leader Hun Sen to use his arbitrary
power to destroy democracy.

On the occasion of the 20th an-
niversary of the accession to the throne
of His Majesty King Norodom Si-
hamoni, Cambodia's top leaders, includ-
ing the president of the senate, the
president of the national assembly, the
prime minister and other high-ranking
officials as well as the royal family
attended in a religious ceremony at the
Royal Palace.
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The National-International Festival
Organizing Committee has instructed
the capitals and provinces to display
the King's insignia, decorate the lights,
flags, religious flags, banners, slogans,
etc., and have a program to visit patients
in hospitals, orphans, the disabled and
the helpless elderly.

On October 29, there will be a
royal blessing ceremony in the Royal
Palace, and on October 30, the last day,
there will be a public ceremony in front
of the Royal Palace. Then, at night,
there are fireworks for three nights in
arow to make the festival more solemn
than every year.

Mr. Men Nath, chairman of the
Cambodian Watchdog Council, told
The Cambodia Daily that in the 20
years since the reign of Khmer King,
he had served in the royal court and
the royal affairs are minimal and can
only be fulfilled in the humanitarian
way, while in the political affairs he
did not fulfill as stated in the Constitu-
tion.

Mr. Men Nath claims that his
failure to fulfill such royal duties was
due to him being one of the victims of

Hun Sen's capture to use his rebellious
power to destroy democracy, break the
law, destroy opposition groups and
arrest activists.

The President of the Cambodian
Watchdog Council stated that the evil
act that Mr. Hun Sen did by hiding the
King in front of him today is a dirty
intention that he wants the Cambodian
people to lose faith in the King. At the
same time, Hun Sen himselfis exalting
himself as the king of the earth as the
acting head of state currently.

King Norodom Sihamoni was
elected to the throne on October 29,
2004, by nine councilors after his father,
King Norodom Sihanouk, abdicated on
October 7, 2004.

However, during his 20-year reign,
it is alleged that he was subjected to
all kinds of insults and abuse by ruling
party leader Hun Sen, including more
serious threats.

During 2005, Hun Sen threatened
to dissolve the monarchy, meaning to
eliminate the king from Cambodian
territory if he did not sign the 2005
Supplementary Illegal Treaty so that
he could use it to cut off Cambodian
territory to Vietnam.

One should learn to look at the
way of governance in Cambodia today
as to whether it is the same or not, as
the Greek scholars Plato and Aristotle
said more than 2,000 years ago, to
identify the leadership style of any
leader.

Greek scholars say that a monarchy,
even if ruled by a person like a mon-
archy, is not considered a dictator when
it comes to protecting the interests of
the people. If he begins to lead for self-
ish gain in violation of the law, then
he becomes a tyranny dictator. The
tyrant dictator shows signs to the
people through some leadership style.
These include the use of power, dis-
obedience to laws, cruelty, oppression,
pretending to be born angels or gods
to lead people, not allowing anyone to
criticize the deception of the eyes of
the people by manipulating the election
results to preserve the power oneself.

Greek scholar Aristotle said that
the dictator came to power from below,
robbing the legitimate ruler power and
maintaining the power of the dynasty,
using violence, threatening to deceive
the public, hiring bodyguards to prevent

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Former opposition leader Sam

according to an interview with Voice
of Democracy VOD, but when asked
if Vietnam has really built strong in-
frastructure and construction or com-
pletely controlled the region? He did
not answer the question, citing a sepa-
rate video. Men Nath, head of the
Cambodian watchdog, said that the fact
that Vietnam was building strong struc-
tures or infrastructure on Cambodian
soil meant that Vietnam had encroached
on Cambodian land. On the other hand,
he said that if the Cambodian govern-
ment says that Khmer land has not been
encroached upon by Vietnam, why not
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expel Vietnam from the area as it did
with the Lao side in the past? Why let
Vietnam continue to stand on Cambo-
dian territory and build construction
like this? For Mr. Men Nath, Mr. Sok
Touch's claim is only to help cover up
the mistake of Hun Sen to serve Viet-
nam's ambitions on Cambodian terri-
tory, according to the law, there is no
permission for the construction of a
solid constructions. It must prohibit all
construction in the conflict zone, if
there is or has been done, and if it has
been done in the conflict zone, the
Cambodian government must protest
to Vietnam through the diplomatic note
or protest through the diplomatic cor-
ridor. We say that in case the Cambo-
dian government has some national
spirit, cares about some national terri-
tory, and they have to protest or protest
through diplomatic notes to stop any
activities built on the conflict zone.
That is done legally. But according to
the current situation, Cambodia agreed

to sign the border treaty in 2005 and
2019 and revised the new border line,
so it is clear that the new border line
falls under Vietnamese control and that
Vietnam is demarcating the border,
following the new border line. Therefore,
it is difficult for Cambodia to protest
with them because it is a government
that does not represent the true na-
tional spirit.

Men Nath urges Cambodian lead-
ers to consider territorial integrity issues
over illegal boundary treaty and to
appeal to the International Court of
Justice to recover the lands of the Khmer
ancestors. On the other hand,
according to the report of
the group One Hundred
Nights released in August
2019, said that Vietnam has
built a tar road at the Dak
Dam canal and from Bo
Prang checkpoint to install
in O Borng and build a
military post along the Dak
Dam border in Dak Dam
commune, Rovang district,
Mondulki province, adjacent
to Kwang Teuk commune,
Dak Lang district, Dak Nang
province, Vietnam. From the
border gate Dak Dam about
800 meters from the Viet-
namese checkpoint built in
the area of disagreement
between Cambodia and
Vietnam over 51 square kilometers of
land that Cambodia and Vietnam have
not yet agreed on.

On the other hand, the Cambodian
government demarcated the border to
take the area, which Vietnam called
Hoch, until O Tang Mae and O Ploy
down to Sre Pok River, the old border
from the French colonial period.

Oum Sam An said that when Viet-
nam took control of the Dak Dam area
in Mondulkiri, it started with Hun Sen
reviving the illegal border treaty con-
trolled by Vietnam in 2005 under the
message of threatening to dissolve the
monarchy to achieve Vietnam's ambi-
tion to swallow Khmer territory. Ar-
ticle 440 of the Penal Code stipulates
that troops from the handover of a
foreign state or guiding agency, in whole
or in part on national roads, must be
punished for treason, a life imprison-
ment.

price by more than a thousand riel per
Kilogram of rice. At the same time, the
farmer said that the officials blamed him
for making a video to incite social pol-
lution. He confirmed that this problem
is true, because people all over the com-
mune as witnesses, I am dissatisfied with
the ministry officials, they come and say
that we are polluting society, speaking
the wrong truth.

I wrote down how much I sold the
rice, how much the price was, and
posted it in the group they gave me to
look at, shot it again, posted it for them
to see, and did not see the response. But
I'm scared. I do not talk about politics, I
only talk about farming, just pity the
farmers, the farmers also support all vil-
lagers, my commune, if they have a
problem with me, they leave. In addition,
farmers in Banteay Meanchey and Pursat
province also complained on social me-
dia.

On September 5, a ton of rice was
not sold for one million Riel, but accord-
ing to the release of the Cambodian Rice
Federation on September 4. Wet rice per
kilogram price from 1040 Riel to 1450
Riel, the highest price is fragrant rice in
Bavel district, Battambang province.

Livestock farmers are also facing
the same price crisis with the import of
agricultural products from neighboring
countries, with oversupply entering the
Cambodian market but they have slashed
prices due to the influx of imports from
neighboring countries in recent months,
he said, can reduce the cost of poultries
and less profit. As for the problem of not
selling out, the traders still take it, but
for a while it has been a problem with
importing too much from abroad, it makes
the problem of duck eggs in the country,
it drops the price to a low price.

Face Recurring Crisis

It is not up to the sales level, but
just in the meantime, the cost is more
than the income we got back, so the
problem of cheap agricultural products,
no market has become a chronic problem
in Cambodia under the control of Hun
Sen's family and the CPP government
for more than four decades, although the
seventh mandate changed the new
leader in the new position, Prime Minis-
ter Hun Manet in November 2023 set a
policy priority in the sixth mandate. To
develop the modern agricultural com-
munity, it has three main points: reduce
production costs, increase crop quality
standards and ensure the stability of
farmers' markets.

Khim Phinong, spokesman for the
Ministry of Forestry and Fisheries, could
not be reached for comment on Septem-
ber 11, 2024, according to VOD, the
local press calls for farmers to use Cam-
bodian rice varieties, according to this
official. Cambodian rice varieties are
fragrant rice and Rumduol rice because
the Ministry can easily solve the problem
when rice prices fall. On the other hand,
this type of rice can be exported to Europe
for higher prices than rice varieties im-
ported from overseas. The price of rice
depends on the decision of the traders.
However, the measures taken by the
government are specific only on paper,
but in practice for almost a year now,
farmers §till face the same problems as
the previous government. The problem
from the beginning of planting to the
time of harvesting, with high prices of
fertilizers, pesticides and animal feed
until the time of sale, the price is low,
leading to farmers losing their debts to
banks, debtors selling pesticides.

At the same time, the influx of ag-

ricultural products from neighboring
countries into Cambodia, which is a
factor that makes the price of domestic
agricultural products fall and cannot
compete because of higher production
costs than sales.

Regarding this issue, Theng Savoeun,
President of the Federation of Cambo-
dian Farmers' Associations, said that the
export and import of agricultural products
is common in a free market country like
Cambodia, but at the same time, the
government through the Ministry of
Agriculture must increase outreach to
farmers such as selected rice varieties
and to find a market to sell agricultural
products at a reasonable price during the
harvest season. The Royal Government
as well as the Ministry of Agriculture,
which is the state staff, must consider
and encourage market research to be
guaranteed at a reasonable price that
makes farmers will not lose. Do not let
some people get discouraged because the
problem-solving factor in front of them
encourages them to be confident and
continue to grow crops and promote it,
and good advice is to set up checks on

middlemen who buy rice from farmers
and low the prices, according to Theng
Savoeun.

The Ministry of Forestry and Fish-
eries also released a report in the first
half of 2024, Cambodia's agricultural
exports reached more than 6 million tons,
an increase of nearly 60 percent compared
to the first half of 2023, an unprecedent-
ed increase in the last 5 years.

About 65 million tons of agricul-
tural products have been exported to 77
target markets around the world, includ-
ing more than 1,800 million US dollars’
worth of non-rice agricultural products,
more than 400 million US dollars’ worth
of rice products and more than 200 mil-
lion US dollars’ worth of rice products.

In 2023, agriculture contributed to
socio-economic development, contribut-
ing about 22% of the country's gross
domestic product by the local producers,
according to Prime Minister Hun Manet,
because they are still in crisis for many
years if the government continues to
allow traders to control the market, low-
ering prices at will during the harvest
season.
