Ed was a steadfast champion for
local economic development and best
practices in professional city govern-
ment throughout his time on the Low-
ell City Council. As mayor, he led the
movement to build a centrally located
brand-new state of the art Lowell High
School in the heart of Downtown Low-
ell, an effort he was particularly proud
of, and he continued to champion
throughout his time in the State Senate.
When he ran for State Senate, he cam-
paigned on delivering a major reform
of the state’s education funding for-
mula by supporting the Student Op-
portunity Act, which was signed into
law during his first term. During his
time as the chair of Tourism, Arts, and

Cultural Development, Ed led the State
Senate’s response to COVID-19 in the
areas of arts and tourism, championing
the state’s largest ever investment in
the cultural sector. He also filed numer-
ous pieces of legislation dealing with
the environment, education, and infra-
structure, including securing the $100
million bond authorization that led the
way to the construction of the new
Rourke Bridge. In addition to his leg-
islative accomplishments, Ed always
valued top notch constituent service for
all who came to him with a request,
knowing that the senator’s office was
often a last resort for people in need.

Ed was happiest spending time
with his family. He and Susan enjoyed
nothing more than spending days with
their children and grandchildren. Ever
the outdoorsman, Ed loved hiking and
spending days at the beaches of Maine
with his family. Ed was an enthusiastic
sports fan, making time to attend almost
all his grandchildren’s various sporting
events, and watching the Red Sox,
Patriots and Celtics with family.

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Thailand shows foolish ambitions in international
law and violates Cambodian sovereignty if it
cancels two MoUs with Cambodia

After more than two months of
border disputes sparked by Thailand,
Thailand's new Prime Minister Anutin
Charnvirakul has claimed that his gov-

ernment plans to hold a national refer-
endum to decide whether to cancel two
Memoranda of Understanding (MOU)
with Cambodia.

This statement shows that Thailand's
ambitions are ignorant of international
law and grossly violate Cambodia's
sovereignty, because the agreement is
in accordance with national and inter-
national law.

Based on the Franco-Siamese
Conventions and Treaties of 1904 and
1907 and the 1908 Appendix I Map,
both the 2000 MoU on land borders
and the 2001 MoU on water borders
agreed upon by both parties are in ac-
cordance with national and interna-
tional law.

Based on the two MoUs that were
established, the aim is to seek peaceful
border demarcation based on interna-
tional law and without compromising
the sovereignty of the two countries
that have agreed to it.

Political science expert Dr. In

Sophal wrote on his Facebook account
that according to international law, the
1969 Vienna Convention on the Law
of Treaties when two sovereign states
sign and ratify a Memorandum of Un-
derstanding (MOU) for implementation,
that memorandum is considered valid
under international law.

He said that based on the Vienna
Convention, a state cannot unilaterally
withdraw from an agreement unless the
agreement or MoU stipulates the condi-
tions for its termination, while the 2000
and 2001 MOUs do not. The validity
of the Cambodia-Thailand Memorandum
of Understanding has not been deter-
mined. The Thai government may
unilaterally declare that it does not
recognize the 2000 and 2001 Memo-
randums of Understanding with Cam-
bodia. But according to international
law, such a declaration cannot negate
Thailand's obligations towards Cambo-
dia if the Cambodian side demands
continued implementation.

He added that if the Thai side
unilaterally withdraws from the Mem-
orandum of Understanding (MOU) with
Cambodia, the Cambodian side can
lodge a diplomatic complaint with the
United Nations (UN) or ASEAN and
can also file a complaint on the matter
with the International Court of Justice
acn.

Lawyer Sok Sam Oeun said that
violating the agreement is something
that the violator can do, but must also
face the negative consequences that
arise from violating the agreement.

He said that those who violate
agreements between countries may be
condemned by the international com-
munity, who may impose diplomatic
and economic sanctions. But if the
country that is the aggressor is very

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CMAC: Thailand has no excuse
for shelling Cambodia because
there 1s evidence

The Cambodian Mine Action Cen-
ter (CMAC) claims that Thailand has
no reasonable excuse for firing artillery
shells into Cambodian territory because
there are clear codes identifying the
date and country of manufacture, as
well as the manufacturer.

The same source claims that the
Thai army's artillery shelling on Sep-
tember 27 was the same as their shell-
ing of Phlok Damrey village, Thma Da
commune, Veal Veng district, Pursat

province on July 26, 2025. Thailand
was the first to fire on Cambodia, aim-
ing to expand the battlefield along the
border with Cambodia.

Mr. Heng Ratana stated that the
shelling by Thai soldiers on the area of
Thma Da commune, Pursat province,
in the past, the CMAC unit has clearly
identified the shells and there is evidence
that they were fired from the air in which
country are those shells manufactured
and which country uses them, while
Cambodia does not have such shells.

On September 28, 2025, Khaosod
News quoted Royal Thai Army spokes-
man Winthai Suvaree as saying that the
Cambodian side used multiple weapons
to fire into Thai territory in the Chong
Bok area in Ubon Ratchathani province,
Thailand.

The same source claims that the
use of such weapons is a major issue
that the Interim Observer Team (IOT)
must thoroughly investigate, as it is a
violation of the ceasefire agreement.

However, Cambodian Ministry of
Defense spokesperson Maly Socheata
issued a press release this Saturday that
on September 27, 2025, the Thai mili-
tary began firing first on Cambodian
force positions for two times in the An
Ses area, in An Ses village, Choam Ksan
commune, Choam Ksan district, Preah
Vihear province, from 11:52 a.m. to
12:46 p.m.

Regarding this issue, ruling party
leader Hun Sen on September 28 re-
quested that the (IOT) inspect the site
of the shelling and conduct forensic
examinations of the shells to ensure
integrity, transparency, neutrality, and
credibility in the implementation of the
ceasefire.

Hun Sen stated that if any party
refuses to allow the transitional observ-
ers to inspect, it is considered that
party is the shooter and is also the one
violating the ceasefire.

The same source claims that the
Cambodian army did not act as the Thai

At the same
time, Cambodia has always called for
support from ASEAN, the United Na-
tions and the international community
to help ease tensions and restore trust
between the two countries.

The Cambodian Ministry of Foreign
Affairs stated that the Cambodian gov-
ernment is deeply concerned about the
ongoing tension along the border with
Thailand, but Cambodia has repeat-
edly called on the Thai side to strictly
respect ceasefires, dialogue and peace-
ful solutions in accordance with inter-
national law.

On September 28, 2025, the Thai
newspaper The Nation quoted Thai
Foreign Minister Sihasak Phuangket-
keow as saying: At the United Nations
General Assembly, Cambodia tried to
portray itself as a victim in the border
dispute with Thailand, which culmi-
nated in fighting in July 2025.

and Cambodia, Cambodia can resort to
international judicial mechanisms if
Thailand violates the agreement, but at
the same time, Cambodia must not
forget to strengthen its military because
if this happens, there could be a war
between Thailand and Cambodia.

Looking back at the foolish ambi-
tions of international law, Thailand's
land area is 513,120 square kilometers,
ranking third after Indonesia and Myan-
mar.

*  Weakened leadership role in
the region.

»  Damaged relations with neigh-
boring countries.

»  Threatened with expulsion from
the United Nations as in 1962 after

Thailand failed to respect the ICJ ruling
and opened the door to outside powers
(For example: China, the United States)
influence regional politics, contrary to
ASEAN principles, which these two
powers, as well as permanent members
of the UNSC, have been and are turning
to for legal support on the Cambodian
side.

Overall, it is best for Thailand to
continue to maintain and implement the
existing MoU, including continuing
bilateral negotiations, technical demar-
cation under the Joint Boundary Com-
mission (JBC). Peaceful dispute resolu-
tion mechanisms, including the ASEAN
framework and international coordina-
tion, if necessary.

As for Cambodia, it has already
filed a complaint with the ICJ on June
15, 2025, but the plan to proceed must
already prepare strong evidence to the
United Nations Security Council (UNSC).
In the event that Thailand uses military
force to invade after canceling these
two MoUs. Using the ICJ or ITLOS
legal system, Cambodia should quick-
ly ratify the 1982 UNCLOS to challenge
Thailand's withdrawal from the MoU.
