BOSTON - Today, the U.S. De-
partment of Education announced that
Massachusetts students ranked number
one among states on the National As-
sessment of Educational Progress
(NAEP) — often called the Nation's
Report Card — last year. Massachusetts
students received the highest numeric
score of any state on all four assess-
ments — fourth and eighth grade math
and reading — and continues to rank
first in the nation overall. Scores across
the country, including Massachusetts,
continue to lag pre-pandemic levels,
and the Healey-Driscoll Administration
has put in place nation-leading early
literacy and tutoring programs to ad-
dress those gaps.

The NAEP is the only nationally
representative and continuing assess-
ment of America's students' knowledge
in subjects such as math, reading, sci-
ence and writing.

«Diamond», involved in the conspira-
cy by telling the target to shoot the
gunman to kill Mr. Lim Kimya.

Thailand's investigative team found
that the cross-border murder was planned
and executed in a system involving
Thai and Cambodian suspects.

Commissioner of Police of Bang-
kok (Bangkok) Mr. Siam Bunsom (Siam
Bunsom) holds a press conference on
9 January that the criminal court of
Thailand has arrested another suspect
involved in the killing of former Na-
tional Salvation Party representative
Lim Kimya since night. January 8th is
coming. He stated that preliminary
research by Thai police showed that
the murder involved hiring gunmen to

shoot the victim because usually the
gunmen do not know the victim's face.

The suspect that the Thai court
ordered to arrest is Mr. Pich Kimsrin,
who is known as the vice chairman of
the Central Market Commission and
the grandson of the Governor of Phnom
Penh, Mr. Khoung Sreng, accused of
"conspiracy to kill people with inten-
tion".

The allegation comes after Thai
police investigations officers collected
video from Sovath cameras showing
Mr. Pich Kimsrin's activities in con-
nection with Thai gunman. In the
video from the security camera, Mr.
Pich Kimsrin followed Mr. Lim Kimya
from the border gate of Aranyaprathet,
SaKeo, Thailand to the point where the
gunman was doing the action. The
investigation also shows that after the
birth of the second suspect, Mr. Pich
Kimsrin, left Thailand immediately on
the plane of Sky Angkor Airlines (Sky
Angkor Airlines) to Phnom Penh at 9
pm on 7 January.

Concerning this story, the Com-
missioner of National Police, Mr. Sot
Thet told Asia Free Radio on 9 January
that the Cambodian side has not yet set
a specific time to send the Thai suspect
back to Thailand, while the second
suspect is a Cambodian, Pich Kimsrin.
The Cambodian police have not yet
investigated the arrest.

Mr. S Thet: "Which side confirms
which side is another matter, we are
not sure yet who is involved with. Usu-
ally, when an incident happened some-
where, it is always a matter of collect-
ing evidence, but that evidence is not
100% accurate, or what, we do not
know. "Well, not just broadcasting, it's
the truth.".

Thai police investigators found
that the murder of Lim Kimya was
systematically prepared by a gunman
named Aekkalak Paenoi hired by a
Cambodian territory commander. Ac-
cording to Thai authorities, the gunman
received the first salary of nearly $1
thousand from Cambodia, and after
that, the gunman withdrew about $ 600
to pay back the gun he had borrowed
from.

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Farmers ask Hun Manet to solve
the problem of wheat prices

A small number of farmers asked
Prime Minister Hun Manet to solve the
problem of low grain prices while he

met with the Rice Federation of Cam-
bodia.

The cut comes as farmers in some
provinces are facing severe wheat
depletion, making them lose income
and unable to repay bank loans.

A farmer in Thomkol district, Bat-
tambang province, Mrs. Phang Nam
told Radio Asia Free on January 8 that
she is facing livelihood problems and
losing a lot of income after the price
of Neang Khun wheat in that area fell
to 580 Riel per kilogram. Mrs. said that
the price of grain like this cannot be
paid with the original price.

Mrs. Phang Nam: «What is this?
Why is it that you are not ready for the
cost of fertilizers, medicines, and the
harvest? Everyone is anxious. The price
of wheat is too expensive. The wheat
is always stale. But if the harvest is
brought, there is no place to put it. What
is this? Sell it for cheap”.

Similarly, another farmer in Kam-
pong Chhnang province, Mrs. Jem
Sophary said that she has not yet dare
to harvest wheat even though the wheat
is old enough to be harvested and be-
cause the wheat is decreasing. She
added that the problem of wheat de-
creasing will be another burden since
she has nothing to do except farming.

Mrs. James Sophari: «Want the
government to help the wheat to get
one thousand riels per kilogram, if it
doesn't get anything like this, the
people owe, it will reduce the amount
of debt, but if it's not enough, it will
not be paid at all».

This farmer's complaint is made

when the price of wheat in some prov-
inces such as Battambang, Banteay
Meanchey, Siem Reap and Kampong
Chhnang, etc. are continuously falling
in the last few days.

Cambodia Rice Federation informs
that since January 3, the price of OM
wheat (OM 54.51) in some provinces
such as Battambang, Banteay Meanchey
and Pursat, etc. have been priced from
930 to 970 riels per kilogram, but the
price has fallen to 790 to 810. Real
since January 6. While the EE type
wheat on January 3 was priced at 870
Riel per kg, but it remained only 710
Riel per kg on January 6, and the citi-
zens of Battambang province informed
that the price continued to fall to 580
Riel per kilogram on the day. January
8th.

While the citizens are complaining
non-stop about the low price of wheat,
Prime Minister Hun Manet posted a
message on Facebook on the morning
of January 8th showing his actions that
allowed the representatives of the
Cambodian Rice Federation to meet
and discuss the work. This meeting has
participation from ministers and orga-
nizations related to rice sector, such as
the Ministry of Agriculture, Ministry
of Commerce, Tax Department and
Department of Koy and the Prime
Minister of Cambodia. But he did not
reveal the outcome of the meeting.

Concerning this issue, the press is
close to the government of Freshnews
(Freshnews) informs that the meeting
between Mr. Hun Manet and the rep-
resentatives of the Cambodia Rice
Federation is to discuss investment and
trade in rice in Cambodia.

Free Asia Radio has not yet been
able to contact the spokesperson of the
Ministry of Agriculture Ms. M. Ra-
chana and the spokespokesman of the
Prime Minister Mr. Meas Sophon to
ask for answers on this issue. It is still
on January 8.

Meanwhile, the Secretary General
of Cambodia's Rice Federation, Mr.
Lon Yeng told Asia Free via Telegram
that he will give this information tomor-
Tow.

The Board of Directors of the
Cambodia Farmers Solidarity Organi-
zation, Mr. Dy Kuntha said that the

Soldiers of the Royal Cambodian
Armed Forces (RCAF) claim that for-
est crime in the Prey Lang Wildlife
Sanctuary continues after a four-day
operation to prevent and crack down
onillegal logging in Siem Bok district,
Stung Treng province.

The Royal Cambodian Armed
Forces (RCAF) wrote on its Facebook
page on January 3 that after a four-day
patrol, the force found 35 trees with
fallen trunks. Stems and wood that
have been cut into 285 pieces, equal to
9 cubic meters.

The same source claimed that in
addition to finding illegally cut wood,
the patrol force also confiscated three
trucks with trailers and a chainsaw, and
were kept at the Stung Treng Provincial
Military Operations Area Headquarters
to be sent to the competent authorities
for legal action.

The same task force confirms that
the forest crime patrol is in accordance

with the order of the Army Com-
mander, Mr. Mao Sophan, to prevent
and crack down on illegal logging in
Stung Treng province that is happening
today.

Chairman of the National Com-
mission for the Prevention and Sup-
pression of Natural Resource Crimes,
Mr. Sao Sokha had previously said that
the forest crime that often occurs in
Cambodia cannot be prevented because
local officials are open to traders from
outside.

Mr. Sao Sokha claims that profes-
sional officials are always take no action
for this ecause timber is only trans-
ported on the road, never off the road,
and the environmental office is on the
road. Therefore, if those officials do
not conspire, forest crime will not hap-
pen. He stressed that if this continues,
Cambodia will be destroyed.

During 2024, the international
newspaper Mongabay reported that in
one year, Cambodia lost more than
121,000 hectares of forest due to cor-
ruption, including the Prey Lang Wild-
life Sanctuary crime is prime.

The same source described that
the loss of these forests was related to
senior officials of the Cambodian gov-
ernment, including some tycoons who
are also descendants of Hun Sen, such
as Tycoon Ly Yong Phat, Tycoon Try
Pheap and Tycoon Mik Sophannareth,
while Angkor Plywood and Think
Biotech are also involved in serious
illegal logging in Cambodia.

He said that later on they were
released by the commander of the
Vietnamese army, Le Duc Tha, under
a contract to serve the Vietnamese plan
in exchange for helping them to lead
Cambodia in the future.

May 1,2025. Lifeguards who stay through
Sunday, August 17, 2025 — the end of
the pool season — will receive a $250
retention bonus. Additionally, those who
work through Labor Day, Monday Sep-
tember 1, 2025, marking the end of the
beach season, will receive an extra $500
bonus.

To apply for a lifeguard position,
candidates must be at least 16 years old
by their date of hire, complete lifeguard
training, and be certified in first aid and
CPR. DCR offers free lifeguard training
classes through May for candidates who

commit to working before the summer
season begins. As first responders, life-
guards play a crucial role in ensuring the
safety of visitors at state-managed
beaches and pools.

DCR will open its 81 designated
swimming areas across Massachusetts
Memorial Day Weekend (May 24-26,
2025), and the season will run through
Labor Day (September 1, 2025). All DCR
pools open in June and are equipped with
accessible chair lifts and/or ramps to
allow visitors of all abilities to enter the
water. DCR also provides beach mats
and floating beach wheelchairs at many
of its beaches.

"Climate changes is making our
summers hotter than ever. That's why
safe access to our state pools and beach-
es is so important for families and resi-
dents. It is especially vital for our envi-
ronmental justice communities," said
Energy and Environmental Affairs Sec-
retary Rebecca Tepper. "Lifeguards help
our communities cool down on hot
summer days. It's all about keeping these
communities safe while seeking relief
from the heat."

"Every summer, thousands of
families, residents, and visitors of all
ages, abilities and backgrounds visit our
beautiful beaches and pools," said DCR
Commissioner Arrigo. "Recruiting and
hiring trained and qualified lifeguards is
crucial to ensuring that our beaches and

pools are safe and welcoming places for
everyone. If you are a strong swimmer
who is looking for a summer job, reach
out to us and apply today."

Most of DCR's pool and waterfront
positions are seasonal, with a 40-hour
work week, including weekends and
holidays. Limited part-time lifeguard and
instructor positions (up to 20 hours per
week) may also be available. To learn
more about available pool and waterfront
positions or to apply for open positions,
visit mass.gov/lifeguards.

As part of the effort to recruit life-
guards and other pool and beach safety
staff for the upcoming summer season,
DCR is collaborating with partner state
agencies, state and local elected officials,
municipalities, and educational institu-
tions to spread the word about this op-
portunity for good-paying summer em-
ployment. DCR's lifeguard recruitment
is a year-round effort. In the fall, DCR
ran multilingual radio PSAs recruiting
candidates to enroll in the agency's free
lifeguard training classes on JAMN945
and La Mega. Staff have also been pro-
moting the job opportunities at job fairs
and expos.

DCR is also hiring for other sea-
sonal positions for Memorial Day through
Labor Day, including rangers, park in-
terpreters, supervisors, forestry assistants,
building and ground maintenance work-
ers, and office assistance. Some positions
will run from April through October.

Daily has published this story many
times, citing documents and witnesses,
former Khmer Rouge cadres, former
residents of Phleus Santouch, Snuol
district, Kratie province, which is the
base area for forming the front. 2 De-
cember witnesses in Australia who
witnessed the incident once told us that
Vietnamese military cadres mobilized
local people in black to stand or sit in
front and arrange for Vietnamese to
wear the same color in the background
and take photos to show the interna-
tional community that the Khmer Rouge
military cadres are divided and ready
to overthrow the Pol Pot regime in
Phnom Penh. Prime Minister Pham Van
Dong, accompanied by Le Duc Tha,
traveled to Moscow, the Soviet Union
was likely to show a photo to tell the
boss that the Khmer Rouge regime
would be overthrown and that accord-
ing to the international socialist comrades
Hanoi must help.

In the book Why Vietnam Invaded

Cambodia, written by Dr. Stephen P.
Morris, Secretary of the Le Yuan
Party, the plot to defeat Pol Pot dates
back to 1976, because Pol Pot repeat-
edly talked about demarcating the
border with Vietnam. In 1977, Pol Pot
also eliminated the Viet Minh or Hanoi-
ist cadres, known as the Khmer-Viet-
namese, using Ta Mok, who knew where
they were. About 5,000 Khmer Viet
Minh followed Viet Minh in 1954, more
than 2,000 returned from Hanoi in 1971
to join the North Vietnamese guerrillas
- Viet Cong and the Khmer Rouge at
the urging of Samdech Norodom Si-
hanouk.

The book quotes Le Yuan as say-
ing “Vietnam knows the Khmer know
when to use the hot method and the
cold method.” They chose a good day
for the free world to celebrate the birth
of Jesus Christ on December 25, launch-
ing an operation to invade Cambodia.
