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Kamala Harris Runs for US Presidential
Election Against Donald Trump

About 100 days left until Novem-
ber 5, 2024, when the United States
will hold a presidential election, but on
July 24, after President Joe Biden
withdrew from the top race, he trans-
ferred the title to his vice president,
Kamala Harris who he had long hoped
that Harris would one day be the first
good Democrat's president, a black
woman of mixed Asian descent would
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win the race against a Republican
Donald Trump. This time, she will be
the first woman to make history again
after being named "female vice presi-
dent" four years ago.

No more chaos, as Kamala Harris
has already received more than half of
the "4,500 representatives of all states",
although not yet nominated by the
party's convention to be held on August
22.

Does Kamala Harris have much
hope?

As Vice President, Kamala is less
visible, still in the shadow of Joe Biden,
which worries him that Kamala is not
strong enough to stand up to Donald
Trump.

Suddenly, a series of recent events
took place as Kamala Harris became
the first presidential candidate, with at
least three presidents - President Bill
Clinton and his wife, Hillary Clinton,
are also former Secretary of State and
former US presidential candidates,
Democrats Nancy Pelosi is the House
Speaker, and the long-awaited support
of former Presidents Michelle and
Barack Obama has joined, only one
last president who is 100-year-old
Jimmy Carter, who has stated he will
not die before the elections. Even more
bizarre is the fact that Kamala Harris
raised $ 81 million in the first day of
the election campaign, defeating all
former candidates, which in the United
States is seen as a sign of the candidate's
popularity and ability. By the end of
July, Harris had raised 310 million
dollars, almost three times more than
Trump.

Observer’s opinion polls show that
Democrats, who have despaired of Joe
Biden's old age, have regained hope,
with the presence of Kamala running
for office replacing Joe Biden as the
female presidential candidate. The
Ipsos poll in late July found that if
Kamala Hari competed against Trump,
she could win Trump by 44% to 42%.

Who is Kamala Harris?

Currently the Vice President of Joe
Biden, the 59-year-old Yamaican father,
Donald J. Harris, is an American eco-

Cambodia to leave because they agreed
that "by merging the territory with Vietnam,
Cambodia would lose its territory to Viet-
nam one day. Cambodia has learned lessons
in the past.

This time, the protesters did not wait

for any leader or opposition party to lead
them. They did it of their own free will
and agreed that "the danger has come to
the nation if they do not pay attention to
the danger now. There will be no more
time. ” Why ? The ruling party in Phnom
Penh, CPP, has tarnished the reputation of
the country due to misfortune, taking na-
tional wealth as its own, making the nation
indebted to foreigners, and distributing
large and small roles to personal families.
Cambodian land always lose to foreigners,
they take both water and land every day,
no one is afraid of the Paris Agreement
they signed.

On the 11th in Seoul, South Korea,
thousands of protesters holding the Cam-
bodian flag gathered to sing the patriotic
song and spread it on the media for the

world to hear. They demanded the Cam-
bodian government to leave the development
triangle agreement, and some even de-
manded that the government to step down.
At the same time, the Secretary of State as
spokeperson for government responded to
the protesters by saying, "the government
has already maintained stability and secu-
rity for the nation, please do not be deceived
by a small group of instigators and do
nothing illegal." Analysts noted that "the
government does not seem to care about
the presence of the new generation yet ..."
It is unlikely that the older generation care
nothing for this new protest but put blame
on them.

On the same day, we learned that there
were Cambodian protest in many other
countries, such as Japan (thousands) and
Australia (hundreds), with the same idea,
demanding that Cambodia to leave the
development triangle area. Khmer citizens
who leave their homeland to live in free
countries can express opinions in those
countries without any guilt or violation of
any law, not only because of the rights of
citizens may require the representation of
Cambodian ambassadors to those countries
come and receive complaints or messages
from people. Unlike the Cambodian context,
one can be accused of doing this or that
illegally and can easily be imprisoned for
speaking out. Cambodia practices a fam-
ily interest oriented or authoritarian, taking
democracy for granted as excuses for in-
ternational.

In fact, the development triangle area
is 25 years old. Cambodia included four
provinces, Ratanakiri, Kratie, Stung Treng,
Mondulkiri into the traigle area. It is ob-
served that the Cambodian side has a small
population, no investment. On the contrary,

nomic scholar and has met his mother,
Kamala, an Indian woman who is a
biological scholar. He is also a hard-
working human rights activist.
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Kamala's parents split up when
Kamala was seven years old. She lived
with her mother, a professor and human
rights activist. Kamala graduated from
Harvard Law School and worked as a
lawyer. She served as California At-
torney General for five years before
becoming Black Vice President for four
consecutive years. Kamala's husband,
Douglas Craig Emhoftf, a lawyer in
New York, has two children, her hus-
band's children.

August 7 is the day of the joint
campaign of Kamala Harris and Tim
Wall in Philadelphia, one of the six
major states that weigh heavily on the
American election. Both need to rally
in those 6 locations.

Democrats have re-gained hope,
and happiness is on everyone's face,
convention center full of supporters
cheering loudly. Such event had never
happened before, except Trump’s. it is
a departure in the first round with en-
ergy, it is a nect to nect racing.

Donald Trump was spotted in the
early days of the first round, trying to
mock Joe Biden as "too old", and
choosing "the same vicious Vice
Presidential candidate" to keep Biden
from getting up.

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Massachusetts Named
2024 Best State to Live In

BOSTON — The Healey-Driscoll
Administration today is celebrating a
recent national ranking of Massachusetts
as the best state to live in for 2024,
beating out larger states like Florida
and California and neighboring states
like New Hampshire.

"We are proud to see Massachusetts
recognized as the best state to live in
the country," said Governor Maura
Healey. "Massachusetts' greatest strength
is our people. We are home to the best
schools, the best healthcare, and the
most innovative businesses - but this
isn't the time to rest on our laurels. Our
administration is dedicated to building
on this momentum by continuing to
invest in our communities, make Mas-

Massachusetts
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sachusetts more affordable, and ensure
that we remain the best place to live
for future generations."

According to WalletHub, Massa-
chusetts' world-class health care system
and high-quality education contribute
to its ranking as the top state to live.
Massachusetts has the highest share of
residents with health insurance cover-
age at over 97 percent, the lowest
premature death rate in the country and
the lowest share of adults in fair or poor
health. The state also ranks first for the
quality of its school systems, with the
fourth-best high school graduation rate
in the country at over 90 percent. With
the highest percentage of population
aged 25 years and over with a bachelor's
degree or higher, Massachusetts is home
to the most educated workforce in the
country.

Massachusetts continues to rank
#1 for education, having the best schools
and universities and leading the nation
in student achievement. Education has
been a priority focus for the Healey-

Driscoll administration from early
education and child care through
higher education. When federal funding
ended, Massachusetts continued child
care $tabilization grants at $475 million
a year — being the only state in the na-
tion to continue funding this vital
program at the same level that the
federal government did, now for two
years in a row. While other states faced
a child care cliff, Massachusetts' sur-
passed pre-pandemic license capacity
by 7,100 child care slots, adding more
than 10,600 slots last year. The state's
fiscal year 2025 budget includes $20
million for Governor Healey's Literacy
Launch Initiative, a nation-leading
strategy to expand access to evidence-
based reading instruction for Massa-
chusetts students.

Massachusetts has continued uni-
versal free school meals when the
federal funding ended, one of only eight
states. This significantly increased
participation, serving 21 million more
meals than before the pandemic. Mas-
sachusetts has also made community
college free for all students, building
on the success of MassReconnect,
Governor Healey's initiative to make
community college free for students
aged 25 and older that drove a 45 per-
cent increase in enrollment for this age
group last year. The administration
further invested significant funding to
cover tuition, fees, books, and supply
costs for Pell Grant-eligible students
and reduce out-of-pocket expenses for
middle-income students by up to half
at public community colleges, state
universities, and the University of Mas-
sachusetts.

Massachusetts is a hub for life
science activity, with Greater Boston
and Worcester ranking in the top 25 for
life science talent and manufacturing,
according to CBRE. Currently, 18 of
the top 20 largest global life sciences
companies are in Massachusetts, and
the state continues to support life sci-
ences companies seeking to relocate
through the Massachusetts Life Sci-
ences Center and the Life Sciences
Initiative, which Governor Healey
proposed reauthorizing for another 10
years with an investment of over $1
billion in her economic development
bill, the Mass Leads Act.

In June, Governor Healey hosted
a celebration of the Massachusetts
climatetech industry leaders that were

Khmer Post: Many voters in the 18th Middlesex District are Cambodian
descents, they recently had a rally protesting Cambodia-Lao-Vietnam- De-
velopment Triangle Area (CLV-DTA) project.

Can you comment on the issue about CLV-DTA and the way the Cam-
bodian government handling the issue?

Tara Hong: As a Cambodian American, I completely disagree with the
agreement for the CLV development. There has been no clear transparency
with the people about what this project will entail, and it creates a major
concern about what the Vietnamese government will do with the land. Given
the history of past encounters where the Vietnhamese government has taken
over our land, this is a bad deal that our corrupt government is pushing. This
land represents our country, and it also highlights what the government is
doing in collaboration with Vietnam—by targeting its own people who have
voiced their opinions. Let’s continue to stand up to protect our land.

The following questions and answers are between Khmer Post and Andrew
Kollar

Khmer Post: What school and degree did you earned?

Andrew Kollar: I attended Philadelphia University earning a Bachelor of
Architecture degree with a Minor in Architectural Theory & History.

Khmer Post: What’s your community involvement in Lowell?

Andrew Kollar: I served on the Lowell Sustainability Council from 2017-
2019. I've partnered with Habitat of Humanity of Greater Lowell to design
affordable housing for deserving families (every project I do with them is pro
bono). Other non-profit projects we've done for the Greater Lowell Technical
High School, the Lowell Transitional Living Center, and the Salvation Army.
On the political side of things, prior to the pandemic I supported numerous
candidates in their election campaigns, as well as the 2016 "Yes on 3" cam-
paign. My family and I enjoy attending the many festivals and cultural events
that Lowell offers, and we try to support a few local organizations every year.

Beyond Lowell I've served on, and chaired Committees at the National
and State level with the American Institute of Architects (AIA), the MA Board
of Building Regulations and Standards (BBRS), the International Code Coun-
cil (ICC), and US Department of Housing & Urban Development (HUD). I'm
also a registered Second Responder with the Disaster Response Alliance,
certified by the California Office of Emergency Ser-
vices' Safety Assessment Program (Cal OES SAP).

CNRP lawmaker claim that ruling
party leader Hun Sen has signed three
major agreements of cutting Cambodia
lands to Vietnam after he was ap-
pointed by the Vietnamese military to
lead Cambodia for more than 40 years.

A senior opposition official, Oum
Sam An, wrote on his Facebook page
on August 20 that Hun Sen had betrayed
the Khmer nation cut Cambodian ter-

ritory to Vietnam on three major occa-
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sions since being installed by Vietnam-
ese troops to lead Cambodia.

Mr. Oum Sam An claims that for
the first time, Mr. Hun Sen conspired
with Vietnam to sign an agreement to
cut Cambodian territory for foreign
aggression under the 1982, 1983 and
1985 Water Boundary Treaties during
the Vietnamese occupation of Cambo-
dia during the 1980s, without the
participation of the Cambodian people.

He said that for the second time,
Mr. Hun Sen secretly signed agreement
to cut the Cambodian territory to Viet-
nam again through the illegal supple-
mentary treaties of 2005 and 2019,
based on the illegal border treaty of
1985, when Vietnam controlled Cam-
bodia during the 1980s.

The opposition official stated that
for the third time, Mr. Hun Sen in-
tended to give gifts of the four Khmer
provinces in the triangle areas to Viet-
nam, as he was willing to fight with
the patriotic Khmer people, arrest and
imprison patriotic Khmer people in the
country to fulfill Vietnam's ambition
to invade Cambodian territory at this
time.

During the commemoration of the
45th anniversary of the day of the
journey to overthrow the genocidal
regime of Pol Pot, former Cambodian
Prime Minister Hun Sen once claimed
that he had no right to cut even a mil-
limeter of Cambodia territory to Viet-
nam and there is also no right to take
Vietnamese territory.

However, on July 23, 2024, Mr.
Hun Sen claimed that he would ask the
new government, led by his son, Mr.
Hun Manet, to include Preah Vihear
province in another development tri-
angle.

Hun Sen's claim has been widely
criticized on the grounds that the former
Cambodian prime minister was pursu-
ing a plan to further invade Cambodia
territory by Vietnam after he signed a
series of cross-border agreements with
Vietnam over the past decade. 1980.

Observers say that under the il-
legal agreements, the Vietnamese
government has ceded large swathes
of Cambodian territory, such as Koh
Tral, archipelago of Koh Krachak Ses,
airspace, and put 10,000 square kilo-
meters of sea areas belonging to Cam-
bodia joint waters with Vietnam.

In this regard, in July 2020, the
Secretary-General of the Central Com-
mittee of the Vietnamese Party and
President of the Republic of Vietnam,
Nguyen Phu Trong, urged Mr. Hun Sen
to continue to implement the Cambodia-
Vietnam agreement well, while the
Cambodian leader Mr. Hun Sen did not
reject the Vietnamese leader's request.

Cambodian government, demanding with-
drawal from the Cambodia Laos Vietnam
— Development Triangle Area also known
as CLV-DTA. They are concerned that
Cambodia will lose control of its territories
to Vietnam like Kampuchea Krom.

By allowing Vietnamese coming in to
develop trade on Cambodia land, it reminds
us of the history of Cambodian King Chey
Chetha I who allowed Vietnamese warlord
Nguyen to conduct trade at Prei Norkor
(Saigon) and permission to collect taxes in
1623 as his father-in-law. With that author-
ity, Lord Nguyen began expansion into
Kampuchea Krom (South Cambodia) ter-
ritories by sending Vietnamese to settle
there. The expansion continued for over
200 years until 1840 when Vietnam took
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complete control of all Kampuchea Krom,
which consist of 23 provinces - about the
size of Great Britain.

Shortly after, in 1858 the French began
taking control of Vietnam, Cambodia and
Laos and called it Union of Indochina.
Cambodian people entered a period of
peace and stability living under French
occupation. After French withdrawal in
1954, it gave the control of Kampuchea
Krom to the South Vietnam government.

During the Vietnam war, Vietnam
again wanted to invade Cambodia. The
Vietcong launched several attacks on
Cambodia, one was in 1970 but was pushed
back by Lon Nol, an American-backed
general, and again on Jan 7, 1979 that
ironically put an end to Khmer Rouge
regime but resulted in Vietnamese occupa-
tion of Cambodia for the next 10 years
killing an additional 2 million Cambodian
after the killing field.

After the Vietnam War, North Vietnam
took over the South Vietnam which is re-
ally made up mostly of South Cambodia
or Kampuchea Krom, the indigenous Khmer

Krom were oppressed no matter South or
North Vietnamese ruled our land. For
generations, our Khmer elders made sure
we know our roots and speak Khmer lan-
guage despite it was not allowed to be
taught at school.

I was born in Kampuchea Krom in
the 1980s. My families were farmers, like
a majority of Khmer Krom people. We
struggle to survive living and working on
our farms because our harvest would be
sold at a government set prices that are
below break even levels. We became
poorer and poorer from one generation to
the next. We cannot prosper no matter how
hard we tried and most had to sell our lands
to survive. We were not accepted to the
mainstream Vietnamese society because
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we were born speaking another language
other than Vietnamese and have darker
skin, were considered inferior and less
educated. We were not allowed to work in
government jobs, or hold supervisory posi-
tions. Our only job was to be a Vietnamese
teacher and teach Khmer children the
Vietnamese language. And those who were
allowed to join the village police are because
their parents were Vietcongs, helping the
North Vietnamese take over our land. A
village chief police is always a Vietnamese.
Khmer Krom people live on without seeing
any hope for their future.

This is the story of our lives for 70
years. Now looking at Cambodia and
watching the Vietnamese’s influence in the
Cambodian government grow daily, our
hearts ache, our body is numb, and our
tears shed because we know they are the
next victims. It’s like you are enslaved and
watch your brothers and sisters being fooled
by the same perpetrators to come and work
for them. Little do they know what will
happen next when they too will join our
fate. Cambodia is the only remaining ter-
ritory where we can go to and feel we are

home. For 70 years, we live on our land
without freedom, without acceptance,
without recognition and they somehow
made us feel it’s our fault that we were
born Khmers.

The CLV-DTA project is nothing but
a political strategy that secretly aim to
Vietnamize Cambodia like Kampuchea
Krom. Established in 1999 with the ruling
party, Cambodian People’s Party, headed
by Hun Sen --a Vietnamese puppet govern-
ment. This project is disguised as eco-
nomic development along the border of
Cambodia, Laos, and Vietnam.

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Vietnamese within the development region,
and 100 million Vietnamese overall popu-
lation, it is inevitable that a massive influx
of Vietnamese will come to settle in Cam-
bodia. Thousands of families are victims
of forced evictions through these eco-
nomic development zone policies and still
have not received fair compensation. With
99 years lease of hundreds of thousand
hectare to Vietnam, there has been no
benefit in term of job creation for the local
people but only the loss of Cambodian
timber and other natural resources.

We see CLV-DTA is only a pretext for
Vietnam to colonize all of Cambodia. It’s
the same §trategy as Lord Nguyen used
“Nguoi Gian Di Truoc, Nuoc Lang Di Sau”
basically means sending the people to live
there first than the government will follow.
The slow yet effective strategy that Lord
Nguyen used for 200 years to finally take
control all of Kampuchea Krom, which
was almost half of Cambodia. Today, in
what remains of Cambodia, millions of
new Vietnamese immigrants come to
Cambodia and have control over Cambo-
dian politics. After the invasion of Cam-
bodia in 1979, Vietnam installed Hun Sen
in 1985 as Prime Minister after Chan Sy
and Penn Sovann were removed because
they did not obey orders from Vietnam.

Through Hun Sen,
Cambodia lost Koh Trol Island to Vietnam.
Historians said Vietnam collects tax on the
island because it was harder for Cambodia
to manage. It’s always the tax collection.

Krom, then Koh Trol, and now CLV-TDA
will also pay port fees to Saigon.
