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Cambodian live and work, such as
in South Korea, Japan, France and
the United States of America against
the economic development areas in
northeastern Cambodia. The Cam-
bodian government has listed four
provinces as development areas with
Vietnam and Laos for the past 25
years.

Young Cambodian people in
South Korea are the first to protest
the CLV project, with about 20,000
protesters marching in a long pro-
cession on public roads. The dem-
onstration encouraged thousands of
protesters in other countries to take

part in a series of public protests,
followed by social media around
the world.

In Cambodia, however, such
reactions have been rare, as they
have come under intense pressure
from senior officials in charge of
the country, former Prime Minister
Hun Sen, the father of the current
prime minister Hun Manet.

So far, more than nine people
have been arrested for human rights
defenders, environmentalists or
politicians and will continue to do
so without exception.

On September 10, 2024, the
President of the National Assembly
of Cambodia, Hun Sen, left for
Korea to receive another doctorate
degree in Ingchun, South Korea.

In front of the palace where Hun
Sen received his degree, many young
Cambodians came to receive him
but did not come to celebrate Mr.
Hun Sen's peaceful success, but to
demand that he withdraw Cambodia
from the “Development Triangle”
project. Cambodia, Laos and Viet-
nam.

CNRP lawmaker Oum Sam An
told The Cambodia Daily on September
10 that the Cambodian government had
granted economic land concessions in
Ratanakkiri province, a province in the
development triangle, to three Viet-
namese military companies with an
area of more than 30,204 hectares today.

The same source claims that the
three companies, namely Rama Khmer,
have changed their name to A Phivat
Caoutchouc 72 Rattanakiri Co. Ltd,
commanded by Vietnamese Army Com-
mander Pham Van Quiang, who led the
72nd Squadron of the Vietnamese
People's Army, received an economic
land concession from the Cambodian
government on an area of 20,000 hect-
ares. Caoutchouc means rubber planta-
tion or natural rubber.

Chea Chanrith company changed
its name to A Phivat Caoutchouc 72
Rattanakiri Co. Ltd., but managed by

the Cambodian government covering
more than 5,080 hectares along Na-
tional Road 78.

Oum Sam An claimed that the
company commanders and the platoon
were under the direct command of the
75th unit of the Vietnamese People's
Army.

This opposition official warned
that granting land concessions to such
Vietnamese military companies would
be extremely dangerous for Cambodia,
as the Vietnamese military could embed
their troops in these concessions for up
to 99 years.

Mr. Oum Sam An said that
Ratanakkiri is a province in the devel-
opment triangle with Vietnam, so these
land concessions are clear evidence
that Vietnam has made all kinds of
plans to gradually invade Cambodian
territory and kick future generations
out of this triangle.

Rady Mom ran for the seat then
and was favored because the sentiment
of the district was to elect a person of
Cambodian descent, making him the
first Cambodian-American to serve in
that position anywhere in the U.S.

a document he posted on Facebook on
September 4, Mr. Oum Sam An found a
map from the Federation of Indochina,
made by Ho Chi Minh, the source said
that the Indochina Triangle Development
Project also known as the CLV project.
It was the starting point of Ho Chi Minh's
Indochina Federation ambition, the former
leader of the Communist Party of Vietnam,
according to Oum Sam An.

Ho Chi Minh's graduated with the
roots of the Marxist-Leninist communist
regime from 1922 to 1924. While study-
ing the Communist Party's theoretical
context, Ho Chi Minh saw Russia's ambi-
tions by forming 14 other countries into
aunion of Soviet successfully before and
it collapsed after 1991. Therefore, the
leader of the Communist Party in Asia
believes that if the formation of the In-

re-invasion of Kampuchea, but due to the
loyalty of Cambodian leaders at the time,
the plan also failed. The first former Prime
Minister of the People's Republic of
Kampuchea, installed by Hanoi Pen
Sovann, served from June 27, 1981, until
December 5, 1981 and was secretary of
the Cambodian People's Revolutionary
Party.

Former Prime Minister Pen Sovann,
one of the leaders opposed to the K5 plan,
which Vietnam initiated in the image of
killing Cambodians again. Pen Sovann
was imprisoned in Vietnam nearly 10
years for opposing Vietnam's plan.

In an interview with the Associated
Press in late August 2000, during his
lifetime, Pen Sovann stated that the K5
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According to the report shown on
the map of the Federation of Indochina,
the Vietnamese government has placed
Cambodia with the Vietnamese star flag,
and the words Socialist Republic of Kam-
puchea are no different from Laos and its
own country. This is recorded in a book
called Journey to the West and the story
of Kampuchea Krom shows that the Com-
munist Party of Vietnam has tried many
times to control its subjugation program,
but those plans have been thwarted by the
failure of Vietnam to try to swallow
Kampuchea after the Cold War that the
Soviet Union disintegrated.

The document goes on to say that
the overthrow of Democratic Kampuchea
and the K5 plan were also part of Vietnam's

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Scholarship Program Helps
Nontraditional Students Get
Back on Track

Lowell, Mass. — Determined
to help young people facing sig-
nificant personal challenges
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continue their education and
achieve greater independence,
longtime friends Dave Aldrich
and Ronnie Hoey turned to the
Lowell Community Foundation
(GLCF) to establish the Jump
Start Scholarship Program.

Designed specifically for
nontraditional students, Jump
Start awards $2,500 scholarships
twice a year to individuals striv-
ing to get their lives in order by
studying at accredited voca-
tional training programs, certifi-
cate programs, community col-
leges, or four-year colleges and
universities.

Launched in 2023, Jump Start

has awarded a total of $44,000
to 17 individuals, ages 18 and
above, as part of its first two
award cycles in fall 2023 and
spring 2024.

“The Jump Start Scholarship
program is just one more way the
Greater Lowell Community
Foundation works with donors
to achieve their philanthropic
goals,” said Jennifer Aradhya,
GLCF’s Vice President of Mar-
keting, Programs & Strategy.
“The Foundation facilitates almost
300 scholarship programs, and
in this case, we worked with Dave
and the Aldrich Family Chari-
table Foundation to create a more
nontraditional scholarship fund
to give students a second chance
at higher education or an accred-
ited career training program.”

Jump Start awards larger
scholarships twice a year and
allows recipients to re-apply each
time the application process opens.
As with many GLCF scholarship
programs, Jump Start’s founders
manage their own awards process,
Aradhya explained. Hoey and
Aldrich are responsible for com-
munity outreach to promote ap-
plications, and a committee reviews
applicant submissions and fa-
cilitates the selection process.

“GLCF advises them on best
practices and provides advice on
how to run a successful scholar-
ship program,” said Aradhya.
“But Dave and Ronnie do the
heavy lift on Jump Start.”

Probably the most unique
aspect about the Jump Start
Scholarship Program is that it
focuses on students who have had
a tough time launching into adult-
hood, said Aldrich. “Many young
adults need assistance until they
can become more self-sufficient
and get on their feet,” he said.

“Often these students expe-
rienced various forms of trauma
when they ventured off the tra-
ditional path of finishing high
school and going right on to
college. With Jump Start, we look
for folks who have had the ex-

and Phnom Penh Hotel for being
owned or controlled by Ly.

“Today’s action underscores our
commitment to hold accountable those
involved in human trafficking and
other abuses, while also disrupting
their ability to operate investment
fraud schemes that target countless
unsuspecting individuals, including
Americans,” said Acting Under Sec-
retary of the Treasury for Terrorism
and Financial Intelligence Bradley T.
Smith. “Treasury will continue to
shine a light on the criminal networks
operating these illicit schemes and
those who seek to perpetrate these
abuses.”

According to the Department of
the Treasury’s Financial Crimes En-
forcement Network (FinCEN) and its
September 2023 alert to U.S. financial
institutions and the broader public,
confidence scammers leverage ficti-
tious identities and elaborate narratives
to develop trusted relationships and
deceive the victim. In many cases,
this involves convincing victims to
invest in virtual currency, or in some
cases, over-the-counter foreign ex-
change schemes, all with the intent
of defrauding them of their funds.
These scams are largely perpetrated
by criminal organizations based in
Southeast Asia. The FBI Internet
Crime Complaint Center (IC3) has
warned of a spike in cryptocurrency
investment schemes. IC3 reported
that in 2023, losses from investment
scams became the most of any crime
type they tracked. Investment fraud
losses rose from $3.31 billion in 2022
to $4.57 billion in 2023, a 38 percent
increase. Within these numbers, in-
vestment fraud with a reference to
cryptocurrency rose from $2.57 billion
in 2022 to $3.96 billion in 2023, an
increase of 53 percent.

Often, the frontline scammers in
virtual currency confidence schemes
are themselves often victims of traf-
ficking, including forced labor, and
are subjected to physical and mental
abuse. On June 24, 2024, the Depart-
ment of State’s Office to Monitor and

Combat Trafficking in Persons pub-
lished its annual Trafficking in Persons
Report (TIP Report), which highlights
abuses in Cambodia, including in the
towns of O’Smach and Ko Kong, in
particular. The TIP Report noted
ongoing corruption and official com-
plicity in trafficking crimes remained
widespread and endemic, resulting in
selective and often politically moti-
vated enforcement of laws, inhibiting
effective law enforcement action
against trafficking crimes, including
forced labor in online scam operations.
Traffickers force victims to work up
to 15 hours a day and, in some cases,
“resell” victims to other scam opera-
tions or subject them to sex traffick-
ing.

serious human rights abuse at
o-smach resort

O-Smach Resort is owned by
L.Y.P. Group, which is owned by
Cambodian senator and tycoon Ly
Yong Phat (Ly). For more than two
years, from 2022 to 2024, O-Smach
Resort has been investigated by police
and publicly reported on for extensive
and systemic serious human rights
abuse. Victims reported being lured
to O-Smach Resort with false employ-
ment opportunities, having their phones
and passports confiscated upon ar-
rival, and being forced to work scam
operations. People who called for
help reported being beaten, abused
with electric shocks, made to pay a
hefty ransom, or threatened with be-
ing sold to other online scam gangs.
There have been two reports of victims
jumping to their death from buildings
within O-Smach Resort.

Local authorities have conducted
repeated rescue missions at O-Smach
Resort, including in October 2022
and March 2024, freeing victims of
various nationalities, including Chi-
nese, Indian, Indonesian, Malaysian,
Singaporean, Thai, and Vietnamese.

OFAC is designating Ly, L.Y.P.
Group, and O-Smach Resort pursuant
to Executive Order (E.O.) 13818 for
being foreign persons who are re-

sponsible for or complicit in, or have
directly or indirectly engaged in,
serious human rights abuse.

OFAC is also designating Garden
City Hotel, Koh Kong Resort, and
Phnom Penh Hotel for being owned
or controlled by, or having acted or
purported to act for or on behalf of,
directly or indirectly, Ly, an indi-
vidual concurrently designated pursu-
ant to E.O. 13818.

SANCTIONS IMPLICATIONS

As a result of today’s action, all
property and interests in property of
the designated persons described
above that are in the United States or
in the possession or control of U.S.
persons are blocked and must be
reported to OFAC. In addition, any
entities that are owned, directly or
indirectly, individually or in the ag-
gregate, 50 percent or more by one
or more blocked persons are also
blocked. Unless authorized by a gen-
eral or specific license issued by
OFAC, or exempt, OFAC’s regulations
generally prohibit all transactions by
U.S. persons or within (or transiting)
the United States that involve any
property or interests in property of
designated or otherwise blocked
persons. U.S. persons may face civil
or criminal penalties for violations of
E.O. 13818. Non-U.S. persons are
also prohibited from causing or con-
spiring to cause U.S. persons to wit-

tingly or unwittingly violate U.S.
sanctions, as well as engaging in
conduct that evades U.S. sanctions.
OFAC’s Economic Sanctions Enforce-
ment Guidelines provide more infor-
mation regarding OFAC’s enforcement
of U.S. sanctions, including the fac-
tors that OFAC generally considers
when determining an appropriate
response to an apparent violation.

Financial institutions and other
persons that engage in certain trans-
actions or activities with the sanctioned
entities and individuals may expose
themselves to sanctions or be subject
to an enforcement action. The prohi-
bitions include the making of any
contribution or provision of funds,
goods, or services by, to, or for the
benefit of any designated person, or
the receipt of any contribution or
provision of funds, goods, or ser-
vices from any such person.

The power and integrity of OFAC
sanctions derive not only from OFAC’s
ability to designate and add persons
to the SDN List, but also from its
willingness to remove persons from
the SDN List consistent with the law.
The ultimate goal of sanctions is not
to punish, but to bring about a positive
change in behavior.

For information concerning the
process for seeking removal from an
OFAC list, including the SDN List,
please refer to OFAC’s Frequently
Asked Question 897 here.

perience of lifting themselves up,
of overcoming challenges, and
who want to find a good job or
finish their educations,” he said.

“It’s actually part of the Jump
Start application process for stu-
dents to identify the experiences
and trauma that have led them to
apply,” added Hoey.

Jump Start is an outgrowth
of Project Kompass, the North
Chelmsford women’s transition-
al-housing nonprofit Aldrich and
Hoey founded in January 2020.
Hoey serves as executive director
of Project Kompass and 1is re-
sponsible for the day-to-day
operation of the residential pro-
gram.

“Project Kompass welcomes
young women who want to work
or continue their education, and
pay it forward,” said Aldrich,
founder and prior CEO and chair-
man of the board of Skyworks
Solutions Inc. He also serves as
board chairman of Project Kom-
pass.

However, as Hoey and Aldrich
got Project Kompass up and run-
ning, they realized their targeted
cohort was experiencing yet
another gap in support services.
“We learned that some of our
residents were having trouble
accessing the direct financial as-
sistance they needed to continue
their educations,” Hoey said.

So, Aldrich and Hoey — who
have known each other and worked
together in the high-tech industry
for 35 years — set up the Jump
Start Scholarship Program through
GLCF.

For 18-year-old Raya Simp-
son, of Wilmington — one of the
21 communities GLCF serves —
recetving a Jump Start Scholarship
has relieved financial pressures.
“I’ve been concerned about
money and how to pursue further
education,” said Simpson, who
plans to study animation at Geor-
gia’s Savannah College of Art &
Design in the fall.

“I live with my single dad

who works tirelessly to help me
achieve my dreams, but money
is a real concern. Figuring out
the FAFSA (Free Application for
Federal Student Aid) and loans
and what we can pay has been
hectic. This scholarship alleviates
the pressure of facing tuition
bills.”

“Jump Start applicants don’t
have to have a high school di-
ploma,” stressed Aldrich. “And
it’s a very easy application process,
not some long, multi-page ap-
plication. “Thus far, we have
helped almost 20 hard-working
students — men and women -- at-
tend vocational schools, trade
schools, art schools, beauty acad-
emies,” he said. “It’s quite varied,
and that’s the point.”

The opposition lawmaker stated
that granting land concessions to foreign
troops is no different from granting
land to foreign troops stationed on
Cambodian territory, which is a serious
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violation of the Constitution and a

Men Nath, claimed that the granting
of economic land concessions in the
four provinces of Cambodia in the
development triangle for 99 years is
equivalent to handing over Cambodian
land to Vietnam for a generation or a
lifetime.

activities and images that people see today,
the continued increase of Vietnamese
immigrants and the achievements of
Vietnam that are being deployed, includ-
ing the victorious monuments, are all part
of the plan that Vietnam wants to swallow
up Cambodian territory. He said that this
is a danger for the nation and if the CPP
continues to rule Cambodia, the party will
help Vietnam plan to swallow Cambo-
dian territory as planned by Ho Chi Minh.

rep. in 2022 but narrowly lost to Rady
Mom who received 1,013 votes, Hong
received 974 votes, and Dominik Lay
received 356 votes. Then in 2024, due
to the presidential election year, although
local elections had lower voter turnout,
it was a clear victory for Hong. This
time around, Mom received 448 votes,
Hong received 703 votes, and the 3rd
candidate Andrew Kollar received 171
votes.

after criticizing Cambodians living along
the Vietnamese border who say their
farmland has been lost due to the Viet-
namese aggression.

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Hun Sen’s Announced of Withdrawal
